Free the Children co-founders receive honorary  
degrees from Seneca
Craig Kielburger and Marc Kielburger, co-founders of Free The Children, received  
honorary bachelor of applied studies degrees from Seneca College on October 27. 

The Kielburgers, who are from Thornhill, Ontario, started Free the Children in 1995 
when 12-year-old Craig happened upon a story about a Pakistani boy his age who had 
been murdered for his role in the movement against child slavery. 

The boy�s plight moved the Kielburgers to empower children in North America to take 
action to improve the lives of children overseas. 

Since then, Free the Children has built more than 500 schools throughout Asia, Africa 
and Latin America, providing daily education to more than 50,000 children and helped 
establish more than 23,500 alternative income projects to assist women and their  
families achieve sustainable incomes. 

The Kielburgers also founded Me to We, a social enterprise designed to encourage 
ethical living and social responsibility.
